CEREMONIAL

Item #1-Presented by Mayor Tim L. Thompson
Proclamation: Child Abuse Prevention Month; Mayor Thompson did not present the proclamation for Child Abuse Prevention month. 

Item #2-Presented by Mayor Tim L. Thompson
Proclamation: Confederate History and Heritage Month; Mayor Thompson read and presented Dr. Michael Moon and Alfred Britt the Confederate History and Heritage month proclamation. Mr. Moon briefly spoke on the history of Stockbridge. 








CONFEDERATE HISTORY MONTH

WHEREAS, April is the month in which the Confederate States of America began a four-year conflict in the Civil War. Confederate Memorial Day on April 26th, is a time when Georgians honor the more than 90,000 brave men and women who served the Confederate State of America. Georgia joined the Confederacy in January 1861 when a convention ratified the ordinance of secession, and Georgia has long cherished her Confederate history and the great leaders who made sacrifices on her behalf; and
WHEREAS, among those who served the Confederacy were Native Americans who saw action in the Confederate armed forces as well as in governmental service. Two such individuals who made a significant contribution to the state’s history were Stand Watie and Elias Cornelius Boudinot, both born in Calhoun County; and
WHEREAS, in 1861, Stand Watie was commissioned as a Colonel in the First Cherokee Mounted Rifles and by May 1864 rose to the rank of Brigadier General. He and his unit participated in 27 major engagements and numerous smaller skirmishes, more than any other unit encountered west of the Mississippi River. Watie participated in what is considered to be the most significant Confederate victory in Indian Territory, which took place at Cabin Creek during mid-September 1864. He led a raid that captured a Federal wagon train and netted approximately one million dollar worth of wagons, mules, commissary supplies, and other needed items. In February 1865, Watie was given command of the Indian Division of Indian Territory. He officially surrendered on June 23, 1865 with the distinction of being the last Confederate General to surrender and the only one to be a Cherokee Indian; and
WHEREAS, Elias Cornelius Boudinot served as secretary of the Arkansas secession convention in May 1861 and later joined the regiment raised by his uncle, Stand Watie on December 4, 1861. Boudinot rose to the rank of Lieutenant Colonel before being elected as Cherokee delegate to the Confederate States Congress. This made him the first Native American to hold such as position, and it is where he earned his reputation as an Indian spokesman. After the war, he continued to fight for the rights of all Indians and called for Indian Territory to be made an official territory of the United States. He helped write proposed legislation naming the new territory “Oklahoma”; and
WHEREAS, it is important that Georgians reflect upon our state’s past and honor and respect the devotion of her Confederate leaders, soldiers and citizens; and
WHEREAS, in late October 1864, the Orphan Brigade headquarters was established in Stockbridge on the main road from Atlanta to Macon (now US Hwy. 23); and
WHEREAS, Stockbridge was protected by 2nd Sergeant Johnson Turner whom enlisted in December 1862 and captured in Stockbridge in October 1864; and
WHEREAS,   2nd Sergeant John D. Rogers and 5th Sergeant William D. Adams both of 30th Georgia  brigade were captured in Stockbridge on September 6, 1864; and
THEREFORE, I, Tim L. Thompson, Mayor of Stockbridge, Georgia, do hereby proclaim April 2014 as CONFEDERATE HISTORY MONTH and April 26, 2014, as CONFEDERATE MEMORIAL DAY and encourage our citizens to observe this occasion with appropriate ceremonies.
In witness thereof, I have hereunto set my hand and caused the Seal of the City of Stockbridge to be affixed this 14th day of April in the year of our Lord two thousand fourteen.









Item #3-Presented by Mayor Tim L. Thompson
Proclamation: National Service Recognition Day; Mayor Thompson read and presented the proclamation in recognition of National Service Recognition Day. Bill…. thanked Mayor Thompson for speaking to the middle school students and provided council with his contact information. 

NATIONAL SERVICE RECOGNITION DAY

WHEREAS, service to others is a hallmark of the American character and central to how we meet our challenges; and
WHEREAS, the Nation’s Mayors are increasingly turning to service and volunteerism as a cost-effective strategy to meet City needs; and
WHEREAS, service expands economic opportunity by creating more sustainable and resilient communities and by providing education, career skills and leadership abilities for those who serve; and
WHEREAS, service participants serve in more than 70,000 locations across the country, bolstering the civic, neighborhood, and faith based organizations that are so vital to our economic and social well-being; and
WHEREAS, service participants increase the impact of the organizations that they serve, both through their direct service and by recruiting and managing millions of additional volunteers; and
WHEREAS, service represents a unique public-private partnership that invests in community solutions and leverages non-federal resources to strengthen community impact and increase the return on taxpayer dollars; and
WHEREAS, the Corporation for National and Community Service is joining with the National League of Cities, City of Service, and Mayors across the country to recognize the impact of service and;

OLD BUSINESS

Item#4-Presented by Treasurer Mike Bush
Budget Amendment #14-002 and #14-003: Mike Bush provided an overview of the changes made to the General Fund: a.) Administrative Assistant to the Executive Assistant I to the Mayor and Council with a $5,775 difference b.) Added the Deputy City Clerk position at $41,718; City Events line items: Memorial Day March at $7,260 and Veterans Day Parade and luncheon $11,583 for a grand total amount of $66,336.00. Mr. Bush stated the offset to the amendments is the Henry County ad valorem tax. City Manager Mike Harris provided clarification on the budget amendment. He said the organizational chart is not a part of this budget amendment; Lakeisha Gantt made a motion to approve the budget presented; a second was made by Anthony S. Ford; the motion passed 3-1-1 with Robin Buschman as opposed and Richard Steinberg as abstained.

Mike Bush provided an overview of SPLOST III funds. He said $750,000 for the Multiplex renovations was moved back into the account due to the excessive bid amounts for the project. He said the money for the Multiplex can be used for the following projects Memorial Park, Rock Quarry water main, a study and $30,000 for a spreader truck. Robin Buschman addressed her concerns to have the roof fixed at the Multiplex. City Manager Michael Harris stated staff is looking into repairing the roof. Richard Steinberg wanted to know the cost of the spreader truck. Mike Bush said $145,000 to include an additional $30,000 for a grand total of $175, 000. Lakeisha Gantt asked if the Multiplex had been inspected. Kevin Walter explained that an appraisal of the building was performed. The Arts Council recommendation exceeded the building. The plan was to renovate 2/3 of the building and raising the roof. Mayor Thompson asked if the roof was faulty. Kevin Walters said the roof is damaged and should be replaced; Anthony S. Ford made a motion to accept the budget amendment 14-003; a second was made by Richard Steinberg; the motion passed 5-0.

Item #5- Presented by Public Works Director Kevin Walter
Approval: 2014 Sanitation Schedule; Kevin Walters provided Mayor and Council and brief overview of the 2014 Sanitation Schedule; Richard Steinberg and Anthony S. Ford both stated the door hangers were placed on mailboxes throughout their neighborhood. Kevin Walters apologized for the oversight. Anthony S. Ford made a motion to accept; a second was made by Richard Steinberg; the motion passed 5-0.

Item #6-Presented by Public Works Director Kevin Walter
Agenda: Bids for Reeves Creek Trail Phase II; Kevin Walter provided a brief overview of the Bids for Reeves Creek Trail Phase II; Richard Steinberg made a motion to accept Georgia Development Partners as the low bidder in the amount of $235,737.37; a second was made by Robin Buschman; the motion passed 5-0.

Item #7-Presented by Public Works Director Kevin Walter
Agreement: Award of Contract WWTP Sewer Design Construction; Kevin Walter provided a brief overview of the WWTP Sewer Design project; Richard Steinberg made a motion to accept Construction 57 in the amount of $161,950 with a $5,000 contingency; a second was made by Lakeisha Gantt; the motion passed 5-0.

Item #8-Presented by Public Works Director Kevin Walter
Agreement: Award of Contract Rock Quarry Water Main Relocation; Kevin Walter provided Mayor and Council with an overview of the Rock Quarry Water Main Relocation project; Richard Steinberg made a motion to accept Roberts Hauling and Pipeline in the amount of $45,400 with a $5,000 contingency; a second was made by Robin Buschman; the motion passed 5-0.

Item #9-Presented by City Manager Michael Harris 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Agenda: Uniform and Mat Contract; City Manager Michael Harris provided Mayor and Council with an overview of the cost savings for the uniform and mat contract. He recommended to continue with the existing contract on a month to month basis until the details for the new contract have been properly vetted by the attorney. He said this will be a substantial cost savings and is preferred by staff. Mayor asked if this a national agreement with cities. Mike Bush explained the co-op program; Richard Steinberg made a motion to allow staff to move forward; a second was made by Lakeisha Gantt; the motion passed 5-0.
